QUALIFICATIONS:  To be eligible for core privileges in dermatology, the practitioner must meet the following qualifications:

BASIC EDUCATION: M.D. or D.O.

MINIMAL FORMAL TRAINING: Completion of an Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education (ACGME) or American Osteopathic Association (AOA) accredited post-graduate training program in Dermatology.

EXPERIENCE: Applicants for initial appointment must be able to demonstrate that he/she has provided services to inpatients or outpatients during the past 12 months or demonstrate successful completion of a hospital-affiliated accredited residency, special clinical fellowship, or research.

REAPPOINTMENT REQUIREMENTS: Current demonstrated competence and an adequate volume of current experience (as specified in the ADMINISTRATION Medical Staff Credentialing Process)  with acceptable results in the privileges requested for the past 24 months based on results of quality assessment/improvement activities and outcomes.  Evidence of current ability to perform privileges requested is required of all applicants for renewal of privileges. 

Note: If any privileges are covered by an exclusive contractual arrangement, physicians who are not party to the contract are not eligible to request the privilege(s) regardless of education, training and experience.

	Evaluate, diagnose, consult and manage patients of all ages, except where specifically excluded from practice, with benign and malignant disorders of the integumentary system (epidermis, dermis, subcutaneous tissue, hair, nails mouth, external genitalia and cutaneous glands) as well as sexually transmitted disease.  Privileges include diagnosis and treatment of skin cancers, moles, and other tumors of the skin; the management of contact dermatitis, allergic and non-allergic skin disorders, and skin manifestations of systemic and infectious diseases; management of cosmetic disorders of the skin, such as hair loss, scars, burns, and the skin changes associated with aging; interpretation of specifically prepared tissue sections, cellular scrapings, and smears of skin lesions by means of routine and special microscopes.  Procedures include skin excision and repair, skin biopsy, cryosurgery, intralesional injection, patch testing, and nail biopsy.  Administration of local anesthesia.  A practitioner, within the scope of his/her field of expertise, is allowed to make a diagnosis based on preliminary interpretation of diagnostic testing and guide treatment.

	Mohs Surgery.  Must maintain current fellowship status in either the American Society for Mohs surgery or the American College of Mohs Surgery.  Mohs surgeons perform removal of cutaneous malignancy on high risk anatomical locations, high risk cancer subtypes, or recurrent tumors, and generally perform the associated closure procedure.  Procedures include Mohs surgery, adjacent tissue transfers, skin grafts, interpolation flaps, and complex wound care.
